Any earth disturbance, including excavation, stripping and
filing, grading or earth movement will not take place until
all erosion & sedimentation control devices are installed
and inspected by the City Engineer.

Once earth disturbance required to establish subgrade
elevations is completed, these bare areas must be
stabilized immediately with subbase course or vegetative
cover. No bare areas shall be left unstabilized for more

than fourteen (14) days.

If subgrade or final seeding cannot be established within
fourteen (14) days after earth disturbonce, the Contractor
must establish temporary seed cover, mulch, or other
appropriate measures.

Temporary control measures shall be removed once the
site has been stabilized and approved by the City Engineer.

Remove existing pavement only where noted.

Refuse from rermovals shall become preperty of the
Contrator. It shall be the contrator's responsiblity to
dispose of all construction refuse legallly, off—site.

Unless otherwise noted, all gas and water valves, manholes,
and electrical service shall remain in place and disturbance
of these facilities shall be minimized.

All existing rocf drains uncovered during demeoltion shall be
brought to the attention of the Municipal Engineer and
shall be removed and replaced as per specification.

The Contractor shall strip and stockpile crushed stonhe on
site. Said stone shall augment material called for in the
specifications, but will not fulfill material quantity.
Additional quantities shall be provided as reguired by all
grading plans, pavements details and as directed by the
Municipal Engineer.
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
